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With the heat wave this week and fewer hours for growers
to harvest, supply and quality may be impacted on a
number of items. Row crop growers in the Salinas region
continue to see negative effects by the warmer weather; an
increase of insect pressure and soil disease are causing
yields to be lower. Lettuces are most strongly impacted,
keeping prices higher on Iceberg and Romaine. Red Gem is
limited and being pro-rated. Other red leaf options to
consider include Babe Farms Red Salanova, Lolla Rossa,
Red Oak, or regular Red Leaf Lettuce. Mini Harvest
Romaine has been short, but they’ve entered new fields and
expect supplies to improve by the end of this week.
Bloomsdale Spinach from Heirloom Organics is back with
better supply.

Red Bell Peppers are experiencing a tight market due to
quality issues. The price is up on Red Bell Peppers and on
large Gold Bell Peppers. Red Fresno Peppers are also up in
price.

Round Tomatoes are up in price. Valdivia Farms has
#18825 Vine Ripe Tomatoes available to order.
