Late season import Grapes across all varieties including Cotton
Candy, Red, Green, and Black are showing some quality
issues as the season winds down.

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Hothouse Rhubarb was expected this week but has been
delayed and should arrive early next week. Supply will be
limited so please plan accordingly. 

The Yuma to Salinas transition continues this week, with a few
more growers moving back to CA. There are some quality
issues on Tender Leaf (Spinach and Arugula), Romaine, and
Iceberg Lettuces Whole and pre-cut, as well as Cilantro. Better
quality is expected once things settle later this month.
Cauliflower prices are lower this week. Artichoke supplies
remain limited for the next two weeks.
 
New! #00352 Baby Wild Ramps 1lb are now in stock and
available. Supplies might be light to start, but the season has
just begun and more will become available moving forward. 

Easter holiday is driving demand up this week and MX growers
and workers will be taking time off for the holiday. This is
expected to tighten already limited supplies further on key
items through early April. Haricot Vert and Blue Lake Beans
remain very tight with Blue Lake markets continuing to move
up. Red Fresno Chile Peppers and Cucumbers across all
specs are up in price this week. Jalapenos, Anaheims,
Hungarian Peppers, and Long Hots are all up in price due to
ongoing supply pressure. Green and Red Bell Peppers are
short and up in price, with early harvesting contributing to the
tightening on Red Bells. Peeled Bulk Tomatillos are up in price
this week. 

The Tomato category remains deeply short across all specs.
With very little supply coming from Florida, high demand, crop
disease, tariffs, and MX holiday observances this next week,
availability will remain challenged through mid April.

Best foraged mushroom options this week are Morels for wild,
with cultivated options available to supplement. Yellowfoot,
Hedgehog, and Black Trumpet Mushrooms have finished for
the season. Chanterelles are expected back in a few weeks.
